Assign a Static IP Address

sudo nano /etc/network/interfaces

auto eth0

iface eth0 inet static

    address <YOUR_IP_ADDRESS>

    netmask 255.255.255.0

    gateway <YOUR_GATEWAY>

    dns-nameservers <YOUR_DNS_SEPARATED_BY_A_SPACE>
